Scholarship applicants shall be judged on the following basis:

1. Athletic ability. The applicant must have been a bona fide player on a high school
varsity team in a competitive sport.

2. Scholarship. Evidenced by grade point average and SAT score.

3. General community service activity.

4. Applicant must be of the Jewish Faith.

5. The recipient will be entering a college or university in the Fall 2007 term.

6. The scholarship award will be paid only to the school of the recipient's choice, on their
behalf.

7. Final decisions regarding selection of recipients, procedures or rulings, shall rest with
the Administrator of the Northern Virginia B'nai B'rith Sports Scholarship fund.
Recipients of the scholarships must attend the award ceremonies to receive the

awards.

8. Applicants must submit a high school transcript, official SAT scores and a wallet size
photograph with their application.
